We want to talk about what’s 
on our minds every day - what we wish for, what 
annoys us, what we think is beautiful, what we need 
to feel good.

And: we want to write about it. Write? Yes, exactly, 
just like you send 100 messages a day to your best 
buddy, your girlfriends, and your friends and to your 
grandmother from time to time, we want to send our 
messages to the world – our texts, our knowledge – 
and post them.

The meetings will take place on a bi-weekly basis – 
sometimes online or in the form of an excursion. The 
places where the meetings are as barrier-free as pos-
sible – i.e. accessible with a wheelchair. If you have 
any questions about this feel free to contact.

What is 
AudreAction? And who is Audre?

The Audre in AudreAction 
refers to the Black feminist 
author and poet Audre Lorde 
(1934–1992). Her work is still 
very important for Black and 
queer liberation movements. 
We want to take up one of her 
strategies for our project: 

From what people feel and 
think, words and text have 
to emerge in order to make 
demands and to be able to 
initiate (political) changes.



Together we want to deal with texts, on paper or 
on the phone, with the future, with politics, with 
social media, with hate speech, with Audre Lorde 
and what we can learn from her. Together we will 
find a platform where we publish our thoughts and 
fill this platform more and more.
